Installation

If you use the Synaptic Package Manager install the packages t henme-d-intr and thene-
d-intr-dev .If youwant toinstall the example programs install one or both of the packages
t hene-d-intr-gtk3-exanples and thene-d-intr-gtk4-exanples .Inorderto
install the packages from the command line give command

sudo apt install theme-d-intr theme-d-intr-dev
and optionally one or both of the commands

sudo apt install thenme-d-intr-gtk3-exanples
sudo apt install theme-d-intr-gtk4-exanples

v_0.18.0-1_all.deb [theme-d-intr-dev_0.18.0-1_all.deb] and install them with commands

Using Theme-D-Intr without Installing

It is possible to use the software without installing it. First give the following commands in the sub-
directory thene-d-intr-0.18.0

./configure
make

launch the uninstalled environment by giving command

./uninstal |l ed-env bash

in subdirectory meta . You aso have to take care that the Theme-D module search path (op-
tion -m for the Theme-D compiler and linker) contains the directory xxx/t hene-d-i n-
tr-0.18. 0/t heme- d- code . See Theme-D User Guide for a description of the module search
path.

Writing Programs using Theme-D-Intr

It is recommended you create a new directory for your program. First you have to list the G-Golf
classes and functionsyou useinfile intr-inports.scm .lItsformatis:

Namespace is the library where the definitions are imported, suchas G k . Class names are given
informat MyCl assNane . Notethat the namespace is not included in the class or function name (
W dget insteadof G kW dget ). Methodsbelongingto aclassareimported automatically when
the class is imported and they must not be listed inthe functi ons section. Rgected methods
are generic function names for which we do not generate methods. There are two main reasons for
rejecting a method:

» The method name overlaps a nongeneric function name, e.g. append
» The methods of some name violate the covariance rule, see Theme-D Language Manual.

Thepurposeof overri dden-functions istohandlefunctionsoverriddenin G-Golf. The ar-
gument types, the result type and the attributes are given in Theme-D format. The ver si on spec-
ifies the version used for a namespace. The version must be enclosed in double quotes. The boolean
function result of afunction can be stripped by listingit under stri p-bool ean-result .See
G-Golf documentation for this feature. Here is an example import file:

The program and modules using G-Golf should import themodule _intr-inports .Incase
you have amultiple part program name, suchas (nmyexanpl es myprogram) ,module _in-
tr-inports hasamultiple part nametoo, eg. (nyexanples _intr-inports) .File
_intr-inports-target.scm isused by the linked program to provide access to the intro-
spected libraries.

The following commands are used to generate Theme-D-Intr files:

If you use a multiple part program name you must givethe - m option for these commands. The
option argument is the imports module name for the first two commands, e.g. - m " (myexanpl es
_intr-inports)" andthe setter module name for the fourth command, eg. - m " (myexam
ples _intr-inports-target)”

When you link a program using Theme-D-Intr you have to give the following options to the Theme-
D linker:

e -x "(g-golf)"

* -Xx "(guile-theme-d-intr support)”

* -X "<target-nodul e>"

e --duplicates="nerge-generics replace warn-override-core warn | ast"

Here <t arget-nodul e> isthe Theme-D name of the generated target module. For a program
with asingle part nameitis (_intr-inports-target) .Ifyouusetheextrasupport module
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giveadsooption -x "(guile-thene-d-intr support2-gtk3)" or -x "(guile-
t heme-d-intr support2-gtk4)"

Y ou have to ensure that you have the introspection files for the external libraries your program uses
(with G-Galf) installed in your system. If your program uses GTK and you have a Debian-based Linux
system this can be ensured by having package girl.2-gtk-3.0 (for GTK3.0)or girl. 2-

gtk-4.0 (for GTK 4.0) in your system.

Seeadsothe user. mk makefilesof the example programs hello , hello2 , calc
and theme-d-intr-deno .Exampleprogram hell o hasasingle part program name and
the other example programs a multiple part program name.

When you run programs using Theme-D-Intr theenvironment variable GUI LE_LOAD PATH hasto
contain the root directory of your program. If you use asingle part program name thisis the directory
of your program.

Distributing Programs using Theme-D-Intr

If you use a Debian-based operating system the following packages are required to run compiled (built)
Theme-D programs using Theme-D-Intr:

* theme-d-rte

* th-schene-utilities
e | i bt hemedsupport

* thene-d-intr

If you have a non-Debian operating system see the Theme-D User Guide for the files required
to distribute a compiled Theme-D program. In addition to those, you need file support.scm
from the Theme-D-Intr source package. If you use files support2-gtk3.scm or sup-

port 2- gt k4. scm you need distribute that, too. These files have to be installed in subdirecto-
ry guile-thene-d-support somewherein the Guile library search path. In UNIX systems
this path usually contains directory /usr/share/guile/site/ 3.0/ or /usr/share/
